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Capturing Natural Elegance
   Like many couples, the Phillips first 
approached Timberpeg Carolina with 
the thought of building a log home on 
their lot.  The natural rustic exterior 
first attracted their attention but they 
had concerns about the interior 
appearance.  Unfortunately, like many 
of us, they thought their only option 
for a natural looking home was log.  
But as they researched the many log 
home options, they quickly realized 
the numerous challenges of building 
and owning a log home. 
   To address their concerns the 
Phillips began searching for 
alternatives.  It wasn’t long before a 
friend suggested that post & beam 
construction might better suit their 
needs.  He suggested they check out 
the industry leader - Timberpeg.  
Once the Phillips visited a Timberpeg 
home they were convinced.  “This is 
exactly what we are looking for.”  A 
traditional exterior with several 
material options to choose from  
combined with a warm inviting casual 
interior.  
   The Phillips quickly engaged 
Timberpeg Carolina to begin the 
design process from an exterior 
photograph of a log home they found 
attractive.  The exterior shapes and 
symmetry were very important to him 
while the inside was more important 
to her.  To keep with the rustic almost 
mountain like exterior, Timberpeg 
supplied 12” wide western red cedar 
vertical board and batten siding with 
selective placement of western red 
cedar shingles on the dormers.  To 

enhance the natural beauty of the 
wood ,  the Phillips chose to use cedar 
and redwood colored 
semi-transparent stains for their 
natural colors as to allow the wood 
grain to be seen.  By choosing 
Cabot’s wood staining products and 
factory prestaining the siding material 
before attaching it to the home, they 
minimized maintenance issues.  The 
prestaining also produced an even 
coat and allowed the Phillips to take 
advantage of Cabot’s 5 and 10 year 
warrantees.  Other exterior design 
characteristics that kept the home in 
a more rustic/mountain looking style 
included steep pitched 12/12 roofs, 
large gable dormers, a large stone 
foundation, timbered front porch and 
an exterior timbered truss high on the 
great room gable.
   Mrs Phillips, on the other hand, was 
more concerned about the interior 
appearance.  She became excited with 
the flexibility of interior options.  She 
found that the timber posts and beams 
added visual depth and character to 
the provides a solid horizontal timber 
perfectly placed 36” off the floor to 
solidly anchor the grab bar.
   Other bathroom considerations 
included the use of a large whirlpool 
tub.  A wide transfer surface on the 
front side assists getting in and out.  
Above the tub are two large awning 
windows with cranks to open and 
close.  Even someone seated in the 
tub can easily open them with one 
hand.  As a matter of fact, these 
type of crank windows (awning & 

casement) are a good idea for all
 the rooms in the house since they can 
easily be opened by arthritis sufferers 
who appreciate the 
easy-on-the-wrist operation.
   Beyond the main floor living area, a 
concern for the Phillips was how to 
facilitate access to their boat.  They 
wanted to take advantage of their 
lakefront access and enjoy boat 
cruises.  Since their gently sloping 
lakefront lot was a perfect candidate 
for a walkout (daylight) basement, the 
main floor now became the second 
floor in the back.  The obvious 
solution to facilitate access to the 
basement and hence the lake was an 
elevator.  The Phillips thought they 
would initially just design a place for 
a future elevator but once they learned 
how reasonably these are priced, they 
decided to go ahead and install it 
during construction.
   Nowadays, people are living longer 
and at higher standards than ever 
before.  With some simple 
fore-thought, you can easily design 
your new home for now and the 
future!
